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Therapy Programme for Offenders who have been the victims of Sexual Abuse or Sexual Crime. 

1. Aim

1.1. To reduce re-offending by the provision of a therapy service for offenders for whom sexual abuse, or being a victim of sexual crime, is a contributory factor to their current offending behaviour.  The service will be targeted at all offenders who fit this profile, but will be prioritised for the following;

· Offenders who are high or very high risk of harm

· Female offenders

2. Objectives

2.1. Reduce risk of harm and risk of re-offending through the delivery of a structured programme of therapy aimed at addressing the underlying issue of previous sexual abuse.

2.2. Deliver a programme of intervention appropriate in length to individual offender need

2.3. Work in partnership with Offender Managers and multi agency partnerships such as MAPPA to share information and source appropriate interventions for offender need.

3. Delivery Requirements

3.1. Ability to deliver services across the following premises in Lancashire

· LPT Offices – Preston, Blackburn, Burnley, Blackpool

· Approved Premises – Preston, Blackburn, Accrington

· Women’s Centre – Blackpool, Blackburn, Burnley

3.2. Able to evidence clean Enhanced CRB clearance

3.3. Registration with appropriate Governing Body for Sexual Therapy Services, such as COSRT

3.4. Ability to develop and maintain a single point of contact and a single referral process

3.5. Ability to monitor performance and submit performance reports as requested by LPT.

3.6. Ability  to develop and maintain expertise on relevant legislation, practice developments or clinical guidance .

3.7. Ability to deliver the service during normal working hours (9 – 5 Monday to Friday), with some flexibility for occasional early evening working. Requests for evening working will be made in line with NPS Lancashire office hours opening agreements

3.8. The service must be available for a minimum of 46 weeks per year.

3.9. The contractor must be willing to arrange clinical supervision no less than fortnightly.  LPT will provide management supervision no less than quarterly.

3.10. The Contractor will be expected to adhere to any legislative requirements under Health and Safety, Equality, Indemnity Insurance and Data Protection legislation.  Contractors will be required to comply with additional Policies of The Board on locally relevant Health and Safety guidelines, and assessment and management of Risk and Dangerousness. Details of the latter will be supplied to the successful  Contractor as it is not expected that they would have an impact on the quotation process.

4. Contract Period

4.1. The Contract is to be for a period of 1 year unless terminated earlier in accordance with the terms of the contract. Service delivery is required from 1st April 2012 to the 31st March 2013. The contract will include the option to extend for a further 12 months based on availability of funding and subject to satisfactory performance.  

5. Terms of Payment

5.1. The standard terms of payment are 28 days in arrears, based on the submission of invoices on a monthly basis.  Payments are made against invoices and there is a link between the satisfactory performance of the contract and payment.
